The Prostate Project is a registered charity 
established in 1998 to support the Royal Surrey 
County Hospital, St Lukeôs Cancer Centre and 
Frimley Park Hospital.  The charity is run entirely 
by volunteers so every penny you donate counts 
as their administration costs are virtually zero! 
 

The charity focuses on four distinct 
areas of work: 
 

Providing support for men with prostate cancer and 
their families and friends.  Increasing awareness of the 
disease and encouraging men to take early tests - 90% of 
men who catch it early live for over 15 years. 

Funding (which is often matched) state of the art 
equipment, specialist nurses, and medical team support 
at The Royal Surrey and Frimley Park hospitals and 
St Lukeôs Cancer Centre.  The medical teams at these 
locations are intimately involved with the charity (some 
are trustees) and work closely with non-medical 
colleagues. 

The Prostate Project Foundation gives financial 
support to the Oncology team at the University of Surrey 
Postgraduate Medical School.  This internationally 
acclaimed group is led by Professor Hardev Pandha, a 
trustee of the charity.  The Prostate Project was pivotal in 
the creation of this group providing 50% of the start-up 
funding.  Since inception in 2006, they have achieved 
significant success via publications, drug trials, new 
treatments and improved diagnostic techniques. 

In the laboratory their research is concentrating on 
targeting prostate cancer using viruses, gene therapy and 
so called ótranscriptional targeted agentsô.  The latter are 
small molecules designed to get inside cancer cells and 
switch off cancer signals.  They are also developing a low 
cost, easy to use urine test to diagnose the disease and 
use as a much more effective non invasive diagnostic 
tool.  In addition, they are also funding important prostate 
cancer research work led by Professor Stephen Langley, 
one of Europeôs leading prostate cancer specialists.
